On 11 March 2020, at the meeting hall of Rural Development Bank (RDB), there was a
discussion meeting between RDB, leaded by H.E Kao Thach, Director of RDB, and CRF

, leads by Oknha. Song Saran, President of CRF, on some problems regarding the loan
package and especially the request on delaying the deadline of returning loan. Regarding
the loan package, CRF’s president raised about the preparation to buy the paddy in the next
harvest season (2020-2021) in which CRF request to Cambodian Government, through
RDB, to keep the $50 million special loan for the first round of next harvest season ( Fragrant
rice, and SKO rice ), and request for additional $30 million for the second round ( Premium
Aromatic rice: Romdul, Romdeng, Romeat, Somaly...), and also request to delayed the
return duration from 6 months to 12 months. Response to CRF’s request, H.E Kao Thach,
accepted, but ask for times to study and to ask for policy from the Royal Government of
Cambodia first. Thus, H.E Director of RDB also mentioned that the practice has been espe-
cially favorable for the rice sector.

Besides the above requests, CRF also made another request to RDB on the delayed the re-

turn loan from rice export company and some rice millers amid the COVID19 outbreak due to
the late payment from the export order which affects the financing flow of those companies.
